TALKING POINTS

o "Conformed" in Greek means to be poured into a mold. 2026 has a very
specific mold.

o The "Renewing of the Mind" requires a consistent immersion in the KJV
Word.

o Transformed living is the only way to "prove" God's will to a skeptical

generation.

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SOURCES

1. The Seven Churches of Asia (Revelation 3)

e  Source: The apocalyptic visions of John the Apostle.
e  Application: Used as a typological mirror for the year 2026, specifically focusing on the spiritual decline (Sardis), the faithful remnant (Philadelphia), and the lukewarm materialism
(Laodicea) of the modern era.

2. Demographic & Global Data (Slide 5)

e  Metric: Global Population of 8.2 Billion.
e  Context: Based on UN Department of Economic and Social Affairs (DESA) projections for the year 2026. This data was used to emphasize the scale of the "Harvest Mandate."

3. Greek Lexical Studies (Slide 4 & 8)

e Conformed (suschematizo): Cited in talking points as "to be poured into a mold." Derived from Strong’s Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible.
e Peculiar (peripoiesis): Cited as "purchased as a unique treasure" or "possession." Derived from Strong’s Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible.
